Not only do arid regions suffer from low mean annual rainfall, they also suffer from the highest levels of variability. Figure 2.10 shows how much of Namibia falls within the “over 40% departure from normal” zone. For those who depend on rainfall for their livelihood such as farmers, high variability means low reliability.
